The Chronicles of Xan
Book Report Worksheet
Instructions: 
Use this worksheet to make a first draft of your book report for any of the books in The Chronicles of Xan.  Once you are done, create your second draft on another sheet. 
I.   The Introduction

(Write a few sentences giving a very broad description of the book.  Here is where you will capture the reader’s attention.  For instance, you might start with a question: “Have you ever wondered if the Grim Reaper was real?” or “Do ghosts really haunt some places?”)
II.   The Body

(Consider the story.  List what you think are the five main points in the plot.  You may or may not choose to “give away” the ending.) 
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(Now take each of the five plot points that you wrote above and elaborate on them.  Each plot point and its supporting sentences will be a new paragraph in your second draft.  Write two or more sentences supporting or explaining more about each point.)
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(Continue this process if you have more than five plot points.)

III.  Conclusion

(Here you write your evaluations of the book.   For instance, discuss how you enjoyed the book, or how you learned about 12th century life in England.  Use a few sentences to explain your opinion.  Be specific!  You may want to mention the author’s style, setting, character development, action, etc.  You may want to conclude with whether or not you would recommend this book.)
Final Instructions:

Now read over this worksheet and add transition sentences between paragraphs; work on smoothing out your descriptions; and possibly add new information.  You may want to ask for editing help from a parent or older sibling or friend.
