The Haunted Cathedral
Study Guide Questions
Instructions: 
Use this worksheet to help gain a better understanding of 12th Century England and the story of The Haunted Cathedral.  
1. In Chapters 1 through 4, we are introduced to Xan again.  What do you notice about Xan’s mood and attitude?  Why do you think he feels this way? 
2. In Chapters 6, 7, and 10, we discover that Xan and his family were “serfs” at Hardonbury Manor.  How does being a “serf” differ from being a free peasant?
3. In Chapters 11 and 12, we see how much the guards hate Carlo the bandit.  How is Brother Andrew able to win a victory over the guards?  
4. In Chapters 13 and 14, Brother Andrew explains parts of Anselm’s Argument on God’s existence.  Which part of the argument did you like the most and why?
5. In Chapters 15 and 16, Xan must make two very important decisions related to the bandit Carlo.  Do you think Xan made the right decisions?  Why or why not? 
6. Throughout the first half of the book we learn a lot about William, Xan’s uncle.  Why is William afraid to go to the authorities to get protection from the Master?  
7. In Chapter 20,  Father Philip gives the true history of Lincoln Cathedral while he is telling a ghost story.   List three actual facts about the Cathedral’s background (do not include info. about ghosts). 
8. In Chapter 22,  Xan is confused about the difference between a Saint and a ghost.  What is the difference, according to Brother Andrew? 
9. In Chapters 27 to 29 Xan solves the various mysteries.  Go back and find at least three clues that Xan used to discover the truth.   Did you spot any of these clues while you were reading?

10. In Chapter 34, Xan finally learns the valuable lesson that Brother Andrew was trying to teach him in Chapter 3 when he assigned him the Scripture translation about loving one’s enemies.  List two ways that Xan shows he has learned the wisdom of that Bible passage?
11.  (For Further Study) Throughout the book, you hear about the Roman Empire days of England’s history.  With your parents’ permission, do some research on your own about the years England lived under Roman rule.   Answer these two questions: How long did the Romans rule England?  Why did they leave?
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
